
The year is ending soon and the Balduzzi Vineyards are
already showing and advanced development for the final
running to the vintage 2010. The dark winter turns the vines
into to a live green with the spring, a sign that a correct
photosynthesis and healthy progress of the growth is happening
in the vegetative cycle.  It is when the fruits are in full training,
instant of maximum care to protect the vineyards of large
natural diseases that can severely affect a quality production.

Juan Canales, Balduzzi Winemaker, supervises the field of
Carménère DO Maule Valley, watching the fall of main flowers
training with plenty of buttons that will lead to the transformation
of the flower to fruit.  It is the moment that the grains remain
green for some additional time, maintaining a constant growth.
 By mid-December, the third un-blooming plans to give the
structure with the needed ventilation and light to the vineyards.
 This will cause the proper care required for photosynthesis.
 In parallel, a final reduction program branches to concentrate
all the vigor of the plant in grapes, the main raw material and
only source of quality in the production of Balduzzi Premium
Wines.
